Meeting called to order at 7:30pm by Kelley Poole.

Kelley Poole- Treasurer:

Provided the secretary with the Affidavit of Mailing or Hand Delivering of Notice to Lot Owners.  Annual Meeting Notices were hand delivered to each homeowner by the secretary and treasurer.  Notice of the annual meeting was placed on the bulletin board at the community pool and signage was place at the entrance of our community.

If anyone is interested in becoming a board member for 2014, please let the board know.  There is currently one vacant position on the board.

Discussed the budget for 2013 and the “proposed” budget for 2014.  The major project for 2014 is to reseal the community roads, which the board expects to be around $25,000.  The board would like to have the roads resurfaced/paved but that expense is approximately $140,000 and we don’t have that in the budget with creating a “special assessment”.  The board is not willing to do that at this time.

The board will be working on renewing the Marketable Record Titles Act (MRTA):

In 1963, the Florida Legislature adopted the Marketable Record Titles Act (AMRTA@).   Under  MRTA, old claims or interests in land are extinguished if not specifically claimed or reserved within a specific thirty (30) year window.  The Florida courts have applied MRTA to recorded use restrictions, such as a Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions for a homeowners= association which are more than thirty (30) years old, and have declared them void and unenforceable.

In 1997, the Florida Legislature amended MRTA to specifically afford[image: image1.png]


 homeowners associations a method of preserving their covenants and restrictions.  This method was further amended in 2003 and again in 2010.  A homeowners= association can preserve its covenants and restrictions for an additional thirty (30) years by recording a notice in accordance with the provisions of Sections 712.05 and 712.06, Florida Statutes.  The required notice may be filed by a homeowners= association only if the preservation of the covenants or restrictions is approved by at least two-thirds (2/3rds) of the members of the Board of Directors.
This would also be the perfect time to update and add to our community bylaws.  The board wants to hear from the homeowners on what they would like to see enforced within the bylaws. Here are a few suggestions:

· No Feeding the ducks/livestock

· Introduction of a fining system

· Allowing sheds
· Amending the bylaw for mowing the yard 2 a month opposed to only once a month

· Not leaving out the garbage/garbage cans

The board has been receiving numerous complaints about the ducks in the neighborhood.  The board respectfully asks all homeowners to not feed the ducks in the neighborhood.  The ducks are becoming a nuisance.  The following steps will be taken to resolve the issue.  It is a process and it’s going to take some time.  No one on the board or in the community wants to harm the ducks.  The board has looked into all possible avenues to try to resolve the issue.
· Notify any known homeowners that are feeding the ducks to immediately cease feeding the ducks within the community.

· Notify the Broward County Health Department

· If the homeowner continues to feed the ducks, then a specialist will be called out to remove the ducks from our community.  The board will be looking to recoup the cost of the duck removal from the homeowners that are feeding the ducks.
· We have also requested someone to come out and remove the eggs from the community.
