 Guest Speaker:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Sheri Schlueter came to the FLPHOA meeting as a guest speaker for ARFF – Animal Rights Foundation of Florida.  Sheri expressed that the key to controlling the Muscovy duck population are two important things:

1. DO NOT FEED THE DUCKS!   This changes the ducks natural behavior of finding food for them, which is beneficial because they will eat insects/termites etc.  Otherwise, the ducks will conjugate in one area causing unnatural behavior.
2. Collection of the eggs – ARFF has an egg collection program free to FLPHOA.   A letter will be going out to the entire neighborhood of FLPHOA to inform this community of our efforts to humanely control the Muscovy duck population.  Sheri explained that the duck lays an egg once a day (DO NOT COLLECT THE EGG AT THIS TIME).  You must wait until the same number of eggs remains for 3 consecutive days then you can collect the eggs.  Call ARFF at 954-205-3773 for more detailed information or for a duck nest in your yard.
